Information about the Halls of Residence at The University of Notre Dame Australia:

e The Notre Dame Halls of Residence cater primarily for American study abroad students who stay for only
one semester. These students are aged approximately 20 - 21 years. However, we also welcome
applications from local and international students.

e Notre Dame is a non-smoking campus. All buildings (including the Halls of Residence and associated
courtyards) are non-smoking.

o All applicants should be aware that Notre Dame maintains an alcohol-free policy with regard to its Halls of
Residence. This means that the consumption and storage of alcohol on-site is not allowed. If your
application for housing is successful, then you will be required to sign a Code of Conduct form stating that
you agree to act in accordance with this policy.

e Rooms are a mixture of singles, twins, triples and quads. The rooms are furnished with a single bed, desk,
chair, drawers/wardrobe. Bed linen is included and this will be laundered on a fortnightly basis at the
University’s expense. There are shared bathroom and kitchen facilities in each Hall of Residence. No meals
are included.

e There are no ancillary charges (eg water, electricity, gas bills).

e All Notre Dame Halls of Residence have a computer lab with internet access.

e Cost: $125.00* per week (this amount is current for Semester 1, 2006 but is likely to increase for Semester
2, 2006) based on a minimum of 17 weeks. This amount is to be paid up-front and in full. This
accommodation payment is non-refundable.

o Semester Dates:

Semester 1, 2006: Sat/Sun 18 - 19 February to Sun 25 June* (students to have vacated their rooms by 5pm on this day)
Semester 2, 2006: Sat/Sun 22 - 23 July to Sun 26 November*(students to have vacated their rooms by 5pm on this day)

1) Complete the attached Application Form. Please ensure that you answer all questions.

2) Personal Statement: This should accompany the attached application form and be 1 - 2 pages in length. Please
state what you believe you can contribute to the residential environment at Notre Dame. Involvement in social,
sporting, cultural and voluntary activities could be relevant here.

3) Referee: Please supply the name and telephone, fax and email contact details for someone who has known you
for a considerable length of time. For current students, this person should be a university lecturer.

4) Accommodation preferences and requests are subject to availability and cannot be guaranteed.

5) Please note that you must be 18 years or above to qualify for on-campus housing.
